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MONICA GUERRITORE

The most important and loved actress in Italy

Biography
“I want that little girl  that has that incredible resemblance with   Ingrid Bergman!”
This words appeared on the most important  italian newspapers.The Maestro would not begin the reharsal of the “Cherry Orchard” of Cechov if he wouln’t found that girl.
 Monica had accompanied her best friend to the audition for the role of Ania but she had not left her name or address since she was not involved in acting.

After her dazzling debut at the age of 15 in “The Cherry Orchard” directed by Giorgio Strehler at the Piccolo Teatro in Milan , she was directed by the most important Italian directors. She performed Elena in Uncle Vanya then with the “Valli - De Lullo” theatrical company in “Twelfth Night” and “Le Malade Imaginaire”.
With Schiller’s “Die Rauber” she began  her long artistic and sentimental relationship with Gabriele Lavia. During those years she played a number of extremely important roles (Giocasta, Lady Macbeth, Ofelia) and gave life to very powerful female characters. Among her interpretations there are many special ones, Strindberg’s “Miss Julia” and Marianne in “Scenes from a Marriage”by Ingmar Bergman (theatre/ television).
After the end of her relationship with her companion (also director) she starts everything from the beginning.She likes to say “I felt like a baby who starts to move .. (gattonare) .I began to appreciate the lack of certitudes..”knowing nothing “something original can born..”

From the classic roles  she began to work on Pina Bausch ‘s method  (dance- theatre) touring with enormous success productions such as “Madame Bovary”, “Carmen” and “La Dame aux Camélias”.

An anomalous personality in the Italian world, she has given life to disquieting characters also in films, such as in “Shooting on Patrizia” directed by Salvatore Samperi, followed by “Scandalous Gilda”, “Senses” and “The She-wolf” the masterpiece of Verga performed also by Anna Magnani” . All these films were box office hits. 
Monica rarely works on television .In 2004  “Lover and Secrets.” and in January 2007  “Exodus-The real story of the woman who saved 20.000 hebrews” have  moved millions of people.

After June 2004 she worked on the character of “Joan of Arc” which she wrote and performs  and is currently on tour, and that has become the most seen theatrical performance of the  last seasons.
She  never appears on television.Very difficult to have interviews she is engaged on social aims.
In June 2007 she has been the icona (Madrina)of the GayPride in Rome
.

She lives in Rome with her two daughters, Maria and Lucia.

Since 2001 she has been in a relationship with Roberto Zaccaria.(deputy of the Democratic Party in the Italian Parliament)
